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This map has been produced by the U.S. Fish
and Wildlife Service from a set of maps adopted
by Congress pursuant to the Coastal Barrier
Improvement Act P.L. 101-591 and supersedes

all previous maps prepared by the Service
concerning undeveloped coastal barriers. The
boundary delineation of this map is identical to
that adopted by Congress.
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
