DESIGNATION OF WILDERNESS A R M S  WITHIN THE NATIONAL WILDLIFE 
- REFUGE SYS“EX 

SECTION 1. That in accordance with subsection (c) of section 3 of the 
Wilderness Act (78 Scat. d90, 8‘32), the following lands are hereby 
desigrinted as wilderness and, therefore, as components of the national 
wilderness preservation system : 

(a)  certain lands in the Chamisso Sationnl Wi!cllife Refuge, 
Alaska, mhich comprise approximately €our hnndred and fifty-fi w 
acres, which ari! depicted on a niq’ entitled “Clmniisso 77‘ilderness 
Proposal”, dated Sovernber 196‘3, and which shall be known as the 
Chamisso Wilderness ; 

(b) certain lands in the Xational Key Deer Eefuge, Great 
White Heron Sational Wildlife Refuge, and the Key Vest  
National Wildlife Refuge, Florida, which comprise approsi- 
mately four thousand seven hundred and forty acres. which are 
depicted on a map entitled ‘*Florida Keys Wilderness-Proposed”, 
dated August 1969, and which shall be known as the Florida 
Ke s Wilderness; 

which comprise approximately seventeen thousand seven hundred 
and forty-six acres, rrhich are depicted on a map exititled ‘.St. 
Marks Wilderness Proposal--Florida”, dated September 1971, 
revised December 1971. and which shall be known as the St. SZarks 
Wilderness ; 

(d) certain lands in thc Blnckbeard Island National Wildlife 
Refuge, Georgia, which comprise approximtitelp thrrc thousand 
acres, which are depicted on a mop entitled .‘l3lackLciircl Island 
Wilderness-Proposed”, dated 1)ccembcr 1951, and which shall 
be known as the “Rlnc1d)enrd lsland Wilderness”; 

(e) certain lands in the IVolf Island N:ltional JVildlifc Refuge, 
Georgia, which comprise approximately five thousand one hundred 
and twenty-six acws, wliicli depicted 011 a. rnnp entitled .”rVolf 
Island Wilderness l ’ rop~sd”,  clatcd JIarcli 19’71, revised Jlarch 
1973, furtlicr revised JC:tr.ch 1974. and which shall bc known as 
the Wolf Island Wilderness ; 
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(f). certain lands in the Breton National Wildlife Refuge, 
T~misian:t, which comprise :ipprosiin:tt,el-y five tlioilsnnd acres, 
which are depicted on a map entitled “13rcton Wilderness- 
Proposed”, dated Dcccinlm 1970, rcvisctl January 1074, and 
which shall be known as t,lie IIreton Wilderness: 

( g )  certain lands in tlic Moosellorn National Wildlife Refuge, 
Maine, which comprise approxiinatcly four thousand seven 
hundred and nineteen acres and mliich arc dcpictcd on IL ma 
entitled “Mooseliwn \Vildcimss (Baring Unit) -Proposed , 
dated September 1971, revised December 1971, furtlier revised 
Scptcmber 1074, and which sliall be known as the Moosehorn 
Wilderness (I3arinq Unit) ; 

(11) certain lands in the T3rigantinc National Wildlife Refuge, 
Ncw Jersey, which comprisc :ipl~roximately six thousand six 
hundred and three acres, mliicli :ire depicted on tlic map entitled 
“13rigaiitine ~~ildcrness-l’rop~scd’~j dated ,411gust 1971, revised 
September 1974, and which shall be known as t.he Brigantine 
Wilderness.; 

( i )  certain lands in the Bosque del Apache National Wildlife 
Rcfug!, New Mexico, which comprise approximately thirty thou- 
sand ciglit hundred and fifty acres, which are depicted on a map 
entitled “Bosque del Apache Wilderness-Proposed”, dated July 
1971, revised Scptcmber 1974, and which sliall be known as 
Bosque del Apache Wilderness; 

( j  ) certain lands in the Chase Lake National U7ildlife Refuge, 
North Dakota, which comprise approximately four thousaiid one 
linnclrcd nnd fifty-five ncres, which are depicted on the map 
entitled ‘‘Chas~ Lake ~T7ilderness-Proposcd”, dated September 
1971, and which sliall IIC. known as the Chase Lake Wilderness; 

(k)  certain lands in tlie Lostmood National Wildlife Refuge, 
North Dakota, which comprise approsimately five thousand five 
limidred and seventy-seven acres, wliich are, depicted on a map 
entitled ‘‘Lostwood TTildeniess l’roposd”, dated August 1971, 
nnci whidi  shall be known u s  the TJostwoocl TYilderness ; 

(1) all lands in the \Vest Sister Tslantl Si1tiolill Wildlife 
I<cfuge, Ohio, which comprise approsinmtely cigIit,y-five acres,’ 
which are depicted on a niap eiit itled T ~ O ~ O S C ~  West Sister 
1sl:incl TVilderness“, dated Oct,ohr I!”, ant1 which shall be known 
as tlic West Sister Island Wilderiicss ; and 

(m)  certain lands in the Cape Roniaiii Sntioiiul Wildlife 
Refuge, South Cnrolinn, \vliich ccinprise approsimately twenty- 
ciglit t~11oiis:uicl ~ C I Y ~ S ,  which arc dcpicted on a iiiap entitled “Cape 
Roiiiain Wilclerncss P r ~ l ) ~ i i l ‘ ‘ ,  dated January 1971, and which
