More information to help you get involved
Why is this planning effort starting 
now?
In October 1997, Congress passed 
the National Wildlife Refuge System 
Improvement Act, which states that, first 
and foremost, the National Wildlife Refuge 
System must focus on wildlife conservation.
This law establishes: (1) the mission of 
the Refuge System; (2) a new process of 
determining compatible public use activities 
on refuges; and (3) requires us to prepare 
CCPs for each refuge. 

National Wildlife System mission:
“to administer a national network of 
lands and waters for the conservation, 
management, and where appropriate, 
restoration of fish, wildlife, and plant 
resources and their habitats within the 
United States for the benefit of present and 
future generations of Americans.”

Goals of this planning process:
■ Outline Refuge management priorities for 

the next 15 years;
■ Describe significant Refuge resources and 

their importance;
■ Identify how the Refuge can best protect 

these resources;
■ Clarify what public uses are, and are not, 

compatible with managing significant 
resources;

■ Identify the Refuge’s role within the 
local community 
and as a national 
resource.

What are Refuges all about?
The U.S. Fish and Wildlife Service, part 
of the Department of the Interior, is the 
principal Federal agency responsible for 
conserving, protecting, and enhancing the 
nation’s fish and wildlife populations and 
their habitats. The Service also manages 
the National Wildlife Refuge System, the 
world’s largest collection of lands set aside 
specifically for the protection of fish and 
wildlife populations and habitats. Refuges 
also offer a variety of wildlife-dependent 
recreational opportunities, and many 
have visitor centers, hiking trails, and 
environmental education programs.

What activities can be enjoyed at 
Refuges?
There are laws and policies which guide 
management of public use on National 
Wildlife Refuges. Only those public uses 
which are determined to be compatible with 
the mission of the Refuge System and the 
purposes of the Refuge are allowed. The 
Refuge Improvement Act identified six 
wildlife dependent public uses as priority 
uses:
■ Environmental Education
■ Wildlife Photography
■ Environmental Interpretation
■ Hunting
■ Wildlife Observation
■ Fishing
