Basic Suppression Rehabilitation Standards

The following actions must be taken by the IMT2 to rehabilitate the immediate impacts from the first suppression efforts:

1. All brush material cut during the suppression action will be lopped and scattered on site (less and 10% cover) onto burned ground.

2. Cut all snags along park and tribal roadways that pose an immediate threat to firefighter and public safety.

3. Construct water bars along fire line slopes as follows:

· Every 150 feet for slopes 01-10%

· Every 100 feet for slopes 10-15%

· Every 75 feet for slopes 15-25%

· Every 50 feet for slopes greater than 25%

4. Pick up all trash along fire lines, spike camps, drop points, staging areas and at helispots.

5. Closedown Helibase including trash pickup in and around the perimeter of the base.

6. Clear all culverts and borrow ditches of brush and debris generated as a result of fire suppression actions.

7. Leave all flagging in place.

8. Do not collect rocks, plants and wildlife-related items (feathers, antlers, animal parts, bones, etc.)

9. Ensure that cultural artifacts are not disturbed or collected by fireline personnel.

10. As conditions permit and as directed by the park and tribe, rehabilitate and obliterate constructed hand lines by pulling in berms and randomly scattering previously cut brush onto the fire lines

11. An archaeologist must be present during hand line rehabilitation, as assigned by fire Resource Advisor(s) to the IMT2.

12. Pressure wash retardant off of paved areas.
