Basic Suppression Transition Standards

The following standards must be met before the Fire can be transitioned back to the local unified command:

1. 
The fire must be contained.

2. 
The fire perimeter must be established by a combination of hand line, cold trail or natural barriers.

3. 
All perimeter area must be 100% cold black within three chains of the perimeter, verified by ground and helicopter reconnaissance.

4. 
At least, one infrared flight of the fire area must be completed within 24 hours prior to IMT2 demobilization, indicating no areas of heat or fire within three chains of the perimeter.

5. 
All remaining interior areas that remain active will be identified on a map.  Green interior islands (1 acre +) will be secured.

6. 
Suppression rehabilitation work identified in the attached plan will be accomplished to the greatest extent possible.  It is understood that the IMT2 will complete as much hand line rehabilitation as possible prior to transition to the IMT3.  The IMT2 will identify any uncompleted rehabilitation at closeout.

7. 
The incident base will be fully demobilized.

8. 
Final fire files will be organized and submitted to the agency administrator at closeout.

9. 
The IMT2 will provide a proposed fire organization to manage the fire after the team transitions the fire back to the park.  The IMT2 will assist in providing the resources to staff this organization.

10. The FSC1 will have all known or anticipated finance problems resolved.  The FSC1 and buying team will make contact with local agency budget and financial personnel prior to demobilization.

11. Overhead performance ratings for all trainees are completed.

12. A team performance evaluation will be completed by the agency administrator, and reviewed by the Incident Commander.
