	Number and Describe Each Task: 
A.  General Description:  Looting and vandalism is known to occur within the National Park.  Reduced ground cover as the result of fire effects expose cultural resources locations to increased risk from looting.  Such risks can be reduced by increasing law enforcement patrols above pre-fire levels at selected sites and enforcement of area closures. 
B.  Location/(Suitable) Sites: Historic Properties within the burned areas.  Such locations are exempt from public disclosure under the Archaeological Resources Protection Act of 1979 (ARPA), and the Freedom of Information Act (FOIA) The NPS maintains its own records on the location of sensitive cultural resources, and will provide, as necessary such information to law enforcement officers, and the professional archaeologist having oversight for compliance with the implementing regulations under the NHPA.
C.  Design/Construction Specifications:
  1.  Coordinate enhanced law enforcement patrols with unit management and the chief archaeologist
  2.  Increase systematic and discretionary patrols above routine law enforcement activities, make contact as appropriate, and take action against violators.
D.  Purpose of Treatment Specifications:
To enforce area closures and to protect exposed, sensitive cultural resources and deter looters.  Special attention will be given to resources that are known to be subject to active looting.  Enhanced patrols should continue until public interest decreases, and re-growth has served to obscure previously exposed artifacts and features.
E.  Treatment Effectiveness Monitoring Proposed: Park staff will monitor for effectiveness of law enforcement efforts to dissuade looting and vandalism.  Enhanced law enforcement activities will be curtailed when looting decreases to pre-fire levels.
