A.  General Description:  The initial 2 week BAER burned area assessment period is insufficient to completely assess site stabilization and protection needs for all known cultural sites.  This activity will continue the burned area assessment of known National Register of Historic Places (National Register) eligible or potentially eligible prehistoric and historic archaeological sites for potential risks from erosion, looting, or vandalism.  
B.  Location/(Suitable) Sites:  Known habitation sites, rock art sites, rock shelters, and historical sites within the burn area.  Cultural resources locations are exempt from public disclosure under the Archaeological Resources Protection Act of 1979 (ARPA), and the Freedom of Information Act (FOIA).

C.  Design/Construction Specifications:
  1.  Assess post-fire risks of erosion, vandalism or looting to thirty-three (33) rock art sites, twenty-one (21) additional historical sites and ninety-six (96) prehistoric sites.  
  2.  Provide treatment recommendations and plan amendments for candidate stabilization or protection sites.

D.  Purpose of Treatment Specifications:
The purpose of this activity is to complete the cultural resource risk assessment assess and develop site stabilization and protection treatment recommendation and if needed plan amendments.
