The station opened in June 1992
and was authorized through the "Great Lakes
Fish and Wildlife Restoration Act of 1990," which
called for the establishment of Service operated
Upper Great Lakes Fishery Resources Offices.

Station activities include lake trout restoration,
lake sturgeon population investigations, invasive
species monitoring and education, treaty fishery
assistance, fish passage, and habitat restoration
on private lands. Partnerships are maintained
with the Great Lakes Fishery Commission,
States, Native American Tribes, and other
interested entities, encouraging cooperative
conservation, restoration, and management of
fishery resources of the Great Lakes Basin.
