
U.S. Fish and Wildlife Service Gulf of Maine Coastal Program staff plays a key role in developing National Coastal
Wetlands Conservation Act grant proposals by coordinating with Maine Dept. of Inland Fisheries and Wildlife, local and
regional land trusts and federal land management partners (including the Regional Office’s Federal Aid Program).
Gulf of Maine Coastal Program staff frequently provide technical support, biological data and strategic advice, create maps,
calculate wetland acreages, write biological components of grant proposals, and review and edit complete draft grant text
in order to create nationally competitive proposals. Gulf of Maine Coastal Program staff also participate in site visits, help
implement grants and maintain comprehensive GIS records regarding the status of protected lands.

Funding from the National Coastal Wetlands Conservation Act  is
part of the U.S. Fish and Wildlife Service’s Federal Aid program
to the states that supports the permanent protection (in fee and
easement) and/or restoration of areas with nationally important
habitat coastal wetland habitat. All of these areas support federally
threatened and endangered species, waterbirds, searun fish and
other wetland-dependent wildlife. Habitat protected with Coastal
Wetland Grants have been permanently protected by Maine Dept.
of Inland Fisheries and Wildlife as Wildlife Management Areas or
by local and regional land trusts in Maine. For more information
on National Coastal Wetland Grants in Maine, see:
