Submission Requirements

Only photographs taken at the Rocky Mountain Arsenal National Wildlife Refuge will be
accepted. One photograph per person may be submitted. Entries must be submitted as an
8 x 10 photograph complete with a white mat and title. Please use the form below and
attach it to the back of your mat.

Entries must be received at the Rocky Mountain Arsenal National Wildlife Refuge Visitor
Center, located at 6550 Gateway Road in Commerce City, between September 1 — 25,
2011.The Visitor Center is open Tuesdays — Sundays 9:00 am — 4:00 pm. Mailed entries
must be postmarked by September 22, 2011.

Judging
Submittals will be on display at the Rocky Mountain Arsenal National Wildlife Refuge

Visitor Center between October 1 — 13, 2011 for public voting. Only 1 vote per person is
allowed throughout the contest. Ballots will be available at the Visitor Center front desk.
Votes will be tallied on October 14.

Winning Entries

The top 3 winning entries will be announced at the Rocky Mountain Arsenal National
Wildlife Refuge’s annual event celebration for National Wildlife Refuge Week on October
15, 2011. These entries will be reproduced into postcards and will soon be available for sale
at the Friends of the Front Range Wildlife Refuge’s Nature’s Nest Books and Gifts shop
located in the Refuge’s Visitor Center.

Release

By entering the Rocky Mountain Arsenal National Wildlife Refuge’s 2011 Amateur Photo
