       Birdwatching, often called ñbirding,ò has  

      become a popular hobby at Rocky Mountain  

      Arsenal National Wildlife Refuge. Whether youôre   

  a beginner or an expert, there are guided and   

 self-guided birding opportunities available for you.  More 

than two-thirds of the resident and migrant wildlife species found at the Refuge are birds.  

Throughout the year, birders flock to the Refuge to catch a glimpse of new species to add 

to their checklists.  Red-tailed hawks, American white pelicans, northern orioles, and    

burrowing owls are some of the more visible summer favorites.  But 

itôs the more elusive warblers, sparrows, and flycatchers that seem to    

challenge even the most expert of birders. 

 

Birders also receive an added bonus when they come to the Refuge.  

There is an abundance of other wildlife to see along the way.  Mule 

and white-tailed deer, coyotes, prairie dogs, and bison 

are included among more than 330 species of wildlife that make the  Ref-

uge their home. 

 

So grab your cameras, binoculars and a bird guidebook and head out to 

the trails or join one of our special birding programs found in this issue.  

Youôre sure to see some of our feathered friends that live in and around 

the wetlands, woodlands, and prairie.  Bring your sense of adventure and 

explore the Refuge!
