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Lacassine Pool Closed to Motorized Boats

The water level in Lacassine Pool has become too low to allow motorized boats
to use it any longer, announced Refuge Manager Larry Narcisse this morning.
The borrow ditches are the only areas that contain more than a few inches of
water due to the continued drought and summer heat. Beginning today the Pool
is closed to motorized boats. Non-motorized boats may used if launched from the
old boat launch to the west of the Pool entrance kiosk. Bank fishing is also still
open to the west of the Pool entrance kiosk. Due to the road improvement
project at the Pool, the road will remain closed from the Pool entrance kiosk to
the east, including the wildlife drive and the east boat launch. For additional
