This detailed project information must be received in our office by 5 pm December 12, 2008.  Our preference is to receive electronic copies by email (see p.2 of NOFA_Text.doc for address information).  If you choose to complete a hardcopy, one paper original is required by mail or hand delivery.

Identify monitoring frequency, protocols or guidance used, reports to be produced, and the timeframe over which this will occur.

5-1. Administration:  If applicable, describe your organization’s past or current grants management experience                                                                                                      through Service Restoration or Recovery Programs.  Are the project reports (annual and final) and invoices current? If they are not, please explain the circumstances why.
5-2. Landowner Participation:  Name each landowner and describe their involvement.
