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‘To Whom It May Concern: - :

I have been asked by the Long Point Homeowners Association to review and quantify
the rock fill placed on Lot #1 of the Long Point Subdivision. My qualifications are a B.S.
Degree in Landscape Horticulture from Penn State University, and I own and operate a
landscape company. For 25 years, as a Landscape Contractor, I am regularly required
to review on project sites quantities of fill.

Upon review of the site I find that there is an area of fill of approximately 20 ft. X 30 ft.,
with an average depth of 24 inches. On the shore side it is about 30"-36" deep and inland side
8"-12" deep. This cubic quantity is about 40-45 cubic yards.

This fill can be described as broken rock and some soil native to Kelleys Island from
excavation work being done on the property north of the Long Point Subdivision.
This described fill is approximately 75' - 100' from the shore line.
