Northeastern North Carolina Reintroduction. Alligator River and Pocosin Lakes National
Wildlife Retuges (ARNWR)

' Prepared and sent a briefing statement entitled o'Interpretation and Implementation of Red
Wolf Regulations" to the Resional Director. This statement summarized the results of a
January meeting of Service personnel on the subject.

' Prepared and submiued a briefing statement entitled "Red Wolf in Northeastem North
Carolina" for FY 2000 budget briefings in Washington.

' Requested and received 1976 through 1997 deer harvest data from the NC Wildlife
Resources Commission for the five red wolf experimental population counties in eastem
North Carolina. Did some analyses and graphing of the data and forwarded the data, my
analyses, and conclusions to the field coordinator. I found no basis for adverse impact on
deer populations from the red wolf.
