This work ranges from preliminary cost estimates for new
projects in the CIP; developing and revising CIP schedules and budgets; allocating costs
between appropriated, power revenue and state funds; preparing the CIP annual budgets
and supporting documents for Reclamation’s budgeting process; transferring the funds for
use by the appropriate agencies or individuals; tracking expenditures; and resolving
miscellaneous issues and disputes associated with implementation and management of
capital projects.

safety/recreation issues associated with the Price-Stubb Fish Passage; 4) resolution of
issues associated Grand Valley Irrigation Company Fish Screen modifications; 5)
resolution of access easement issues with the Union Pacific Railroad associated with the
Grand Valley Project Fish Screen and Price-Stubb Fish Passage; 6) development of a
financing strategy and contract negotiations for the Elkhead Reservoir Enlargement; and
7) identification and participation in resolution of issues associated with authorized cost
ceiling and potential hydropower revenue shortfalls as a result of drought conditions.

Recommendations: Recovery Program participants need to formulate a strategy to deal
with authorized cost ceiling issues and hydropower revenue limitations.
