How to Use This Table
Definitions for Gartersnake Population Status

Likely Extant:  When the species is expected to reliably occur in appropriate habitat as supported by recent museum records and/or recent (i.e., less than 10 years) reliable observations. 

Likely Extirpated:  When there have been no gartersnakes reported for a decade or longer at a site within the historical distribution of the species, despite survey efforts, and there is no expectation of natural recovery at the site due to the presence of known or strongly suspected causes of extirpation.

Unknown:  Where the species is known to have historically occurred, but where survey access is restricted, survey data are unavailable or insufficient, and/or current threats could preclude occupancy.

Likely Not Present:  Where surveys occurred at sites outside of a reasonable dispersal distance from a known historical locality, there were no detections, and no known records exist; differentiated from “Likely Extirpated” by the presence or absence of historical records.  In order to be “likely extirpated,” a population would have to have been historically documented.

Possible: Where surveys have occurred at locations where there are no known records for the species but within a reasonable dispersal distance from a current or historical source population and where the biotic community and habitat could support a population.

Definitions for Nonnative Population Status

P = Present: Surveys have confirmed the presence of nonnative sport fish (spiny ray-finned or catfish species in the Centrarchidae and Ictaluridae families, etc.), the American bullfrog (Lithobates catesbeiana), and/or crayfish (Orconectes virilis, Procambarus clarki, etc.) without evidence to conclude they are no longer present.

A = Abundant: Surveys have concluded the presence of nonnative sport fish (spiny ray-finned or catfish species in the Centrarchidae and Ictaluridae families, etc.), the American bullfrog (Lithobates catesbeiana), and/or crayfish (Orconectes virilis, Procambarus clarki, etc.) with conspicuous population densities.
