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The hatchery stocked 20,605 rainbow trout weighing 13,544 lbs. this 

month. The stocking sites included Willow Beach, Fort Mohave, CRIT and below Davis 
Dam.  

  
On November 21st the water in Lake Mohave 
reached a low enough level to dewater the 
hatchery’s river intake pipe.  Hatchery staff 
pulled standpipes and stocked 11,105 tout into 
Lake Mohave, however 20,880 did not survive 
the lack of water and were lost.
