Rain or shine, sleet or snow, the Christmas Bird Count 

(CBC) will happen. The CBC is the longest continual 

monitoring program for wildlife in the world. This year 

is its 110
th

 year! It is an organized, continent-wide 

survey that documents every bird seen on a given day 

during the count period (Dec. 14, 2009 – Jan. 5, 2010) 

from sunrise to sunset. The event is an excellent 

opportunity for novice bird watchers to join with 

seasoned CBC veterans and learn more about identifying and finding local birds.  More… 

 

Since the turn of the 20th century, the CBC has contributed to the knowledge base of 

wintering birds in North America. This information is important to allow scientists to 

assess the health of bird populations and to help guide conservation action. More
