Western Regional Panel on Aquatic Nuisance Species

Accomplishment Report
2004
Introduction
Section 1203 of the National Invasive Species Act of 1996 requires the formation of a Western Regional Panel on Aquatic Nuisance Species (WRP). The first forum and organizational meeting of the WRP was in Portland Oregon in July 1997. Since then the WRP has grown in size and influence. The WRP geographic area covers the entire Western U.S. including Hawaii, Alaska and Guam. There are currently 50 members (plus a few alternates) representing State and federal agencies, Tribes, Canadian Provincial and federal agencies, universities, conservation and professional organizations, and industry (Appendix A). 
2004 Work Plan Accomplishments

At the 2004 WRP annual meeting, the Panel approved the following Work Plan projects:
1.
Facilitating US/Mexico Cooperation

The WRP paid for Dr. Salvador Contreras-Balderas to give a presentation at our 2005 annual meeting in Anchorage, Alaska. Dr. Contreras spoke on exotic fresh water fishes of Mexico. The remaining funds will be used to create an ANS session at the 2005 Desert Fishes Council meeting in Cuatro Cienegas, Mexico in November. We will sponsor a day-long session and help cover transportation costs of Mexican scientists.

Facilitating US/Canadian Cooperation

Spartina  eradication project in Boundary Bay between BC and WA ($2,500). This project was facilitated by Kevin Anderson of the Puget Sound Water Quality Action Team and Pat Lim of the Department of Fisheries and Oceans, Canada. They coordinated with several other agencies such as the Washington Department of Wildlife, the Port of Vancouver, Ducks Unlimited, Environment Canada and the BC Provincial Government to provide volunteers, matching funds and equipment. The removal occurred on Jun 17-19 and there was positive press and local reaction. Boundary Bay is considered a top migratory bird area and this eradication effort on an international level will have a tremendous impact on protecting the Bay from a Spartina invasion. 
Development of Protocol to create ANS materials to be distributed at US/Canada border crossings ($2,500). Wendy Ralley from Manitoba formulated the idea and helped on this project with Kevin and Pat. Pat Lim hired a student who interviewed border crossing personnel and reviewed the pertinent regulations regarding distribution of materials. The report and suggested protocol is currently in draft form and will be completed within two months.
3.
Pilot Project – pre-invasion rapid response team

Lead:  Mark Sytsma and Lars Anderson

The purpose of this project is to create a Pilot Project passed on the WRP Rapid Response Plan model and other models using two aquatic weeds which have not yet been established in the western states: Trapa natans (water chestnut) and Lagarosiphon major (oxygen weed). Both species are commonly found in the aquarium trade, have created problems elsewhere and pose serious threats to western waterways, lakes, reservoirs and wetlands. First, there will be an evaluation of likely pathways. Teams will be assembled to identify resources, stakeholder and regulatory requirements for responding to an invasion. There will be “pest alarm” exercises to trigger a cascade of notifications and actions. The process will be reviewed to assess strengths, weaknesses and previously unrecognized limitations to a successful rapid response. The end product will be a summary report with recommendations.

Creation of State Management Plan (Kansas)

Kansas Wildlife and Parks created a State working group to help create the ANS Management Plan. Interested stakeholders met and identified areas of concern. Staff completed a draft plan which was approved by the Governor’s Natural Resources Council in 2004. In early 2005, the draft Plan will be put on the Department’s new website for public review and comment. The Plan will then be presented to the ANS Task Force at their May 2005 meeting.

2003 Work Plan Accomplishments in 2004
Two projects from the 2003 Work Plan were begun in that year but completed in 2004. 
1.
Pacific Coast Estuarine Information System (PCEIS)
$10,000

Lead:  Henry Lee and Deborah Reusser

Responding to a need to know the impact of aquatic invaders on the West Coast and to have ready access to data on basic estuarine and landscape characteristics, the EGP and USGS partnered to create a database of native and nonindigenous species of benthos, fishes and estuarine plants in the estuaries of Oregon, Washington and California. The database has a place-focus compared to a taxonomic focus. PCEIS includes small- and moderate-sized estuaries and sub-estuaries and it includes native, indeterminate and unclassified species as well as nonindigenous species. Version 1 of the database gives information on 3,232 species after a review of 396 publications. Photographs of the mouths of 90% of the tributaries and estuaries are also included. The final CD of the database will be available sometime in 2005.

Integrating Aquatic Invasive Species Management into the 
Western 
Watershed Council Framework – An Investigation of 
Needs and 
Opportunities

The purpose of this project was to support a needs assessment for ANS education among West Coast Watershed Councils. The goals were to ascertain the level of awareness and action regarding the ANS issues, find out if ANS were addressed by assessment, monitoring and restoration guidance materials used by the groups and to document needs in terms of information and training. A review of documents guidance documents and watershed reports was followed by a survey of the Councils to determine knowledge and needs. The report gives seven recommendations as a follow-up to the assessment. Oregon Sea Grant has received National Sea Grant funding to develop materials targeting the West Coast Watershed Councils. The report is available on the WRP website:  http://answest.gov.
Rapid Response

With $20,000 of funds from NOAA targeted to Rapid Response, the WRP is working with consultant, Mike Fraidenburg from Dynamic Solutions, to develop a Rapid Response Plan for zebra mussels in the Columbia River Basin. A straw-person version of the Plan will be written and then reviewed and improved at a 2-day meeting of representatives from principal fish and wildlife, water and environmental agencies in the Northwest. The final document is expected to be complete by August, 2005.
Policy Resolutions

Scott Smith, Executive Committee member of the WRP, worked with two organizations in 2004 to adopt policies to encourage states to develop and fund programs for the prevention, management and control of aquatic invasive species. The Western Association of Fish and Wildlife Agencies adopted a policy statement, “State Wildlife Agency Leadership for Aquatic Nuisance Species” at their annual meeting in Sun Valley, Idaho July 29, 2004. The Western Governors’ Association adopted policy resolution 4-12, “Undesirable Aquatic, Riparian, and Invasive Species,” sponsored by Governors Locke and Rounds at their annual meeting in Santa Fe, New Mexico on June 22, 2004. Both policies strongly use suggestions from the WRP list of “Recommendations on State Actions to improve our Regional Capacity to Manage Aquatic Invasive Species.” In addition, both policies resolve to create a partnership between the WAFWA, WGA and WRP to convene an Aquatic Invasive Species Working Group to work toward the development and implementation of a comprehensive program to prevent the spread of ANS in the water resources of western states. The Working Group will be formed in 2005.
Adoption of New WRP Processes
1.
Adoption of Travel Reimbursement Policy

The Executive Committee (EC), with the support of the Panel, adopted a Policy and Format for Requesting Travel Reimbursement. The reimbursement is for the Executive Committee or other members who travel to represent the WRP at meetings, workshops and conferences. It also applies to members who need funds for travel to WRP annual meetings. The EC will consider each application based on the demonstrated need, cost-share and geographic representation.
2.
Creation of 2005 Work Plan
Work Plan Committee Co-Chairs, Karen McDowell and Ted Grosholz established a new process for creating the WRP 2005 Work Plan. A Request for Proposals was sent out by e-mail and people were asked to submit a 2-3 paragraph proposal with an idea, lead investigator and budget. The proposals were compiled and the lead was given an opportunity to speak for 5 minutes about their proposal at the WRP meeting in Anchorage. Each panel member present got 3 votes and the votes were tallied and put in order. With $30,000 to spend in 2005, the WRP will be funding four projects.
