2022 Rifle Deer Season at Seney National Wildlife Refuge

Hunt camps are allowed in limited refuge locations during rifle deer season. Camps
can be set up starting November 13. Registration is required. Send the following
information, via email to jennifer _wycoff@fws.gov or text /phone (906) 286-1599:

Camping Rules

e Camping is not allowed during the muzzleloader season for white-tailed
deer.

e Camping is allowed west of the Driggs River in designated areas along
roadsides within 10 yards of the road. (Backpack camping is no longer
allowed west of the Driggs River).

e Camping is not allowed in the Wilderness Area or any Research or Public Use
Natural Areas.

e Only downed branches and trees can be used for fires; snags (dead, standing
trees) are to be left in place and not cut.

Tracking animails into closed areas

e If you shoot an animal and it goes into a closed area:

o Call the Refuge at (906) 286-1599.

o If no one answers, leave a message with information on how to reach
you.

o If you cannot reach refuge staff, you may track the deer without your
gun. You cannot take your gun into the closed area without
permission.

o Alist of signs and their meanings can be found in the hunting
brochure or at hunt information kiosks.

Reminders

Some refuge roads are open for vehicle use. They are not plowed or otherwise
maintained. Travel at your own risk.
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Follow Michigan State Regulations and the more restrictive Refuge-specific
regulations.

e No types of bait or artificial lures are allowed (i.e. salt, apples, etc.).
Possession of bait on the Refuge is prohibited, this includes in your
vehicle.

e No ATV’s, snowmobiles, etc.

e No canoes/boats/tubes/flotation devices on Refuge impoundments.

e Report all injuries or accidents occurring on the Refuge immediately to the
Refuge Headquarters. Please report any illegal issues you see to (906) 286-
1599.

e See the hunting brochure for all other Refuge-specific regulations. Please
check the back lower left corner of your hunting brochure to be sure it is a
September 2015 or newer edition — discard all previous editions.
