The Trinity Adaptive Management Working Group (TAMWG) will meet Tuesday, July 29 from 
9:30 AM to 4:00 PM at the Victorian Inn 1709 Main Street, Weaverville, CA.  The Primary 
Objective of this meeting will include: The updated proposal for use of 50,000 acre-feet in late 
summer to prevent another adult salmonid die-off.  A briefing on recommendation of the TMC 
technical group, discussion, and possible TAMWG recommendation to TMC.  The meeting is 
open to the public. 
 
The TAMWG affords stakeholders the opportunity to give policy, management, and technical 
input concerning Trinity River restoration efforts to the Trinity Management Council.  Members 
for the working group represent a broad cross-section of organizations that are not otherwise 
represented on the decision-making Trinity Management Council.  These interests include 
residents of the Trinity River basin, recreational and commercial fishing organizations, Trinity 
Lake Resort owners, white water rafters and guides, power utilities, irrigators, small businesses, 
and forestry associations.
