After notification of selection for this year’s hunt, novice hunters must complete a four-hour
orientation and training class prior to their drawn hunt date. The class covers waterfowl
identification, gun safety, water safety, duck calling, range estimation and hunting tactics as well
as environmental stewardship.

Class will be held 9:30 a.m.-3:00 p.m. at the Horicon National Wildlife Refuge Visitor Center
located at W4279 Headquarters Rd., Mayville off Cty Rd Z on the east side of Horicon Marsh.
There is no cost to participate in the Learn to Hunt program and a free lunch will be provided
during the class courtesy of Friends of Horicon refuge.

Hunts: September 20th (3:30 p.m.- close) & September 21st (5:00- 10:00 a.m.)

The hunts will be mentored by experienced waterfowl hunters. There will be one mentor per
hunter and only the novice hunter will be allowed to hunt on one of the dates listed above.
Parents are encouraged to accompany youth during both the class and hunt to share in the
experience and take photos but not required.
