· This document is the draft recovery plan for the Laguna Mountains skipper.  The goal of this recovery plan is to outline recovery actions needed to control or reduce threats to the extent that the Laguna Mountains skipper no longer requires protections afforded by the Endangered Species Act.  

· We anticipate releasing the Final Laguna Mountains skipper (Pyrgus ruralis lagunae) Recovery Plan in December of 2017.  
About the Peer Review Process
· [bookmark: _GoBack]Letters requesting peer review were sent to seven species or habitat experts.  Responses to peer review comments will be published in the final recovery plan.  

· Peer reviewers were selected by CFWO staff based on their knowledge and expertise of the Laguna Mountains skipper and its habitat, including:  skipper biology, conservation, and ecology.      

· We solicited peer review from individuals after release of the Notice of Availability.  They will have until the end of the 60-day comment period, March 28, 2016, to submit their comments to the Carlsbad office.  
About Public Participation
· A 60-day comment period was initiated on January 26, 2016 with publication of the Notice of Availability of the Draft Laguna Mountains skipper Recovery Plan.  In the notice, we asked that comments be submitted by mail or in person by March 28, 2016 to the Carlsbad Fish and Wildlife Office.
