Reviewer Expertise: Primary expertise for the review is familiarity with the life history, threats, and habitat requirements of Chorizanthe parryi var. fernandina. 

Selection of Peer Reviewer: The Service selected peer reviewers based on their expertise with the subject matter and lack of any conflicts of interest as described in the Office of Management Peer Review Guidelines.
 
Management of Peer Review: The peer review is being managed by the Service.

About Public Participation 
Opportunities for the Public: The proposed rule to list the Chorizanthe parryi var. fernandina as threatened provided a public comment period of 60 days in September-November, 2016. The rule identifies specific information requested from the public.
