Opportunities for the Public: The public had an opportunity to provide information regarding 
the Mohave shoulderband snail following the publication of the 90-day finding in the Federal 
Register (80 FR 19259; April 10, 2015). Should we determine that listing of this species is 
warranted, a notice in the Federal Register will initiate another opportunity for the public to 
provide comments and information through the standard rule-making process (e.g., via 
www.regulations.gov).
