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1) Berm should be 15’ wide.  I think that is what geo engineers had? (all drawings)
2) Need to show containment dike on the embankment. (all drawings)
3) Access borrow channel should be 100’ width. (all drawings)
4) Side slopes on Access channel should be 1:1. (all drawings)
5) Access channel elevations should be  11.5’ depth. (all drawings)
6) Should add 6 inch over build to all lake rim heights. (all drawings)
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Containment dike borrow areas should be deeper; at least 16.5 maybe even 22.5.  Ask Dain.
Marsh creation fill heights should have a 6 inch overbuild on all the elevations.
Are we showing a 6:1 side slope for reach 6?  You can show the 6:1 side slope as the typical and you are covered all around.
All containment dikes should have an overbuild in the permitted heights.
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All elevations should have overbuild permitted.

Overall, we should try to permit (as best we can) for all unseen scenarios.  If you think there is a possibility that as they are building a dike or embankment and they have a problem area, then we need to use that area as our typical.
