All - See the attached spreadsheets.  based on the information provided 

this am by USGS, the basic footprint of the structure was 122 acres of 

brackish water and 64 acres of marsh, for a total project area of 186 

acres.  Using the loss rate of 0.51, the basic WVA comes out with a 

mitigation need of 45.3 AAHUs.  This is a DRAFT analysis and is open for 

input from all. 

The loss rate is that used during the analysis of deauthorization of the 

MRGO - future without that project, the project future loss rate was 

1.02.  From reading the notes in the file, .tThat loss rate is a 

combination of internal loss, and shoreline loss from both the GIWW and 

MRGO.  Future with MRGO closure, they assumed that the 35 ft/yr loss 

rate along the MRGO would be reduced 75%.  Since MRGO apparently was the 

major source of loss, that brought the loss rate from 1.02 to 0.57.  

Then, they reduced that loss rate by 10% due to freshening of the system 

from 13 ppt to 10 ppt caused by the plug.  That got the loss rate to
