Position Description for Carpenter/Builder 
 
Individual will possess sufficient knowledge, skill and ability at the level of journeyman 
carpentry and concrete work to design and install a variety of wood and concrete 
structures at the Hatchery.  Work will be of a moderately strenuous nature which will 
require frequent bending, stooping, and lifting.  Hatchery will purchase all materials and 
will provide necessary tools. Hatchery crew, and equipment will be available to move 
heavy items and complete any excavations required.  Volunteer will work with Hatchery 
Manager and staff to ensure sufficient material is purchased and the finished product 
meets all requirements.   
 
Project #1.  Fabricate and install an approach ramp and viewing deck at the Hatchery’s 
picnic area and display pond to meet all standards of the Americans with Disabilities Act.  
Current facility is non-compliant and must be removed.  Work will require demolition of 
existing concrete, asphalt, metal ramp, and the removal of metal handrails.  Work will 
also require the installation of concrete piers, joists, stringers, decking and handrails.   
Plans are available, but must be modified to remain with available funding levels. 
 
Project 2.  Installation of a 12’ x 12’ concrete pad with drain line for pond screen 
washing.  Work will require the excavation of a 12 x 12 dirt area, placement of forms, 
rebar and drain over existing drain line.  Work will also require concrete finishing to 
ensure proper drainage when wash rack is used.
