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 670 U.S. Fish and Wildlife personnel are actively engaged in response to the Deepwater Horizon/BP Oil Spill.  
 
Service personnel in Florida are coordinating with the Incident Command Center in Houma, LA for today’s 
release of 32 pelicans at Fort DeSoto State Park near Clearwater, FL. 
 
Oil was removed from the beach at McFaddin National Wildlife Refuge in Texas. Additional oil was not found 
during aerial and ground surveys. Shoreline monitoring will continue with plans to stage protective equipment 
on the upper Texas coast including Texas Point National Wildlife Refuge and Sea Rim State Park.   
 
Morning flights were cancelled due to inclement weather. Oil was observed on and adjacent to the 
Chandeleur Islands in Louisiana during afternoon aerial operations.
