Currently there are 752 U.S. Fish and Wildlife personnel actively engaged in response to the Deepwater
Horizon/BP Oil Spill.

Heavy oil observed a half mile east and south of the mouth of Pass-a-Loutre. Two new areas of fresh oill
were observed in the Timbalier Bay area.

Five Shoreline Cleanup Assessment Teams (SCAT) conducted 68 miles of surveys.
Oil spill cleanup conducted at Crystal Beach on Bolivar Peninsula in Texas.

Beached bird surveys conducted in Texas.
