Valley, Chugach National Forest.  From 10 am to 2 pm, this annual event coincides 
with National Fishing Week and is designed to increase public awareness of the joys of 
recreational fishing and conservation of our fisheries and water resources.  The event is 
free and is a collaborative effort among the U.S. Fish and Wildlife Service, U.S. Forest 
Service Glacier Ranger District, Alaska Department of Fish and Game, and Anchorage 
Municipality Watershed Management Division. 
 
Kids Get Fishing Rods at the Library on Kenai Peninsula, Alaska. Miranda Plumb, a 
biologist with the USFWS Kenai Fish and Wildlife Field Office, has championed a 
partnership with the Kenai Community Library and local retailer Trustworthy Fishing and 
Hardware to make trout and salmon fishing rods available for checkout at the library to 
children 15 years of age or younger.  All children who use the library program will also 
receive instruction on knot tying and copies of the appropriate 2008 Alaska Sport Fishing 
Regulations Summary. The program is intended to give more  children the opportunity to 
get out and enjoy fishing and nature and will also encourage participants to utilize some 
of the library's other resources related to fishing, knot tying and outdoor recreation.
