(WNFH) was completed in 1942, joining
e Entiat and Leavenworth national fish
= hatcheries in mitigating the impact of
% Grand Coulee Dam on salmon and
L steelhead. WNFH manages a diverse
program, raising nearly 1 million spring
Chinook salmon, coho, and steelhead
for release and for eggs to support state
and tribal hatchery programs.
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The hatchery hosts a highly successful
free kids fishing event in June, now a
quarter century-long tradition. WNFH is
also home to innovative studies that
shape how fish are raised and handled,
potentially improving outcomes for
native fish.
