ENDANGERED (E) – Any species that is in danger of extinction throughout all or a significant portion of its range.
THREATENED (T) – Any species that is likely to become an endangered species within the foreseeable future throughout all or a significant portion of its range.

CANDIDATE (C) – Those taxa for which the Service has sufficient information on biological status and threats to warrant listing, but for which development of a proposed listing regulation is precluded by other higher priority listing activities.
PROPOSED (P) – Those taxa for which the Service has sufficient information on biological status and threats to propose listing them as threatened or endangered in the Federal Register.

* Primary responsibility for these species is vested with the National Marine Fisheries Service.
