North American Wetlands Conservation Council Meeting Highlights
July 7, 2010

The North American Wetlands Conservation Council (Council) met on July 7, 2019 in
Winnipeg, Manitoba, Canada, to select wetland conservation projects that will be
recommended to the Migratory Bird Conservation Commission (Commission) for
funding approval on September 15, 2010.

The total estimated funding available from all sources for Fiscal Year (FY) 2011 is
$87,955,619. Included in this total are funds from the Coastal Wetlands Planning,
Protection, and Restoration Act to be used in United States coastal ecosystems;.court
settlements directed to the wetlands account to be used in areas identified in the
settlement agreements; EPA’s Great Lakes Wetland Restoration Initiative to be spent
within the Great Lakes watershed, and recoveries allocated to the countries from which
they were originally committed. All other FY 2011 funding will be allocated 50% to
United States, 45% to Canadian, and 5% to Mexican projects, resulting in estimated
country allocations of $56,224,227 to the United States, (including $3,000,000 reserved
for the Small Grants Program); $28,350,032 to Canada; and $3,381,359 to Mexico. A
portion of the United States funds, $4,630,743, is derived from fines paid under the
Migratory Bird Treaty Act and must be spent within the District of Massachusetts, with
preference to projects along the Mystic River ($4,455,343) and within the states of
Colorado, Kansas, Oklahoma, Texas and Wyoming. An additional $1,330,097 is based
on the Environmental Protection Agency’s Great Lakes Restoration Initiative and must
be spent within the Great Lakes Basin.

Project Proposal Recommendations

The Council selected the following 24 United States Standard Grant Program proposals,
requesting a total of $23,173,492 in funding, for recommendation to the

Commission. The proposals’ match contributions amount to $66,774,824. Total partner
contributions (match and other Federal contributions) amount to $71,864,409.
