Project Description:  The North Dakota Weed Association (NDWA) and the Service have been long time partners on small independent projects around the state.  Last year the NDWA held their first annual Northern Plains Weed Symposium which provided opportunities for federal, state, local and private land managers to increase their skills and knowledge relating to noxious and invasive weed management.  This two day symposium provided educational opportunities to learn and share ideas related to prevention, control and long-term weed management with emphasis on weed species currently found in ND or with a high probability of moving into the state.  The symposium features informative guest speakers, plant ID using live potted plants, GPS demonstrations, discussions on control options, applicable laws, biological, cultural, chemical control options as well as equipment and calibration demonstrations.

The first annual symposium was held in August, 2007 and was attended by personnel from local weed boards, county weed officers, Natural Resources Conservation Service, North Dakota Department of Transportation, North Dakota Game and Fish, Army Corp of Engineers and U.S. Fish and Wildlife Service employees.  The FWS is hoping to partner with the NDWA to make this annual event a success by procuring equipment for instructors teaching at the symposium. By improving the instruction we hope to lure all agencies involved in weed management (such as U.S. Forest Service, National Park Service, Bureau of Reclamation and private land managers) to attend this symposium.  The NDWA is looking for funds to purchase equipment such as:  power point projector, portable audio system, and canopy for outdoors educational sessions.  The cost of these items is projected at approximately $2000 per item.  These items will be used by the NDWA for all the weed education seminars they put on across the state of North Dakota.  This event benefits the Service by allowing our employees to attend and learn the latest in weed management in North Dakota and network with others agencies to learn new invasive issues, techniques etc.  ________________________________________________________________________
