NRM Recovery Plan completed.

Gray wolf listed
throughout range in
the lower 48 States
(replaces subspecies
listing).

The Magic pack denned
in Glacier National Park,
a milestone for natural
recolonization of the
NRM region.

1973 — 1978 — 1980 — 1986 1987

NRM Recovery Plan Revised.

The NRM gray wolf subspecies
added to the U.S. List of

Endangered Fish and Wildlife. Four

other gray wolf subspecies were
listed between 1967 and 1976.

NRM recovery goals first
met. The NRM wolf
population has exceeded
recovery goals for ten
consecutive years.

2002

Experimental population
rules finalized, facilitating

reintroduction of wolves

into central Idaho and
Yellowstone National Park.

2004 — 2003-2009

Idaho’s and Montana’s post-delisting
management plans approved.

After revising their regulatory
framework, recovered Wyoming
gray wolf population delisted.
This action returns management
of all NRM wolves to the States.

2011 — 2012

Congress reinstitutes our
2009 rule delisting NRM
wolves except in Wyoming.

During this period, we once reclassified
and twice delisted all or part of the
NRM gray wolf population. These rules
were overturned by various U.S.
District Courts.
