Washington, D.. C . The pesse.ge of the c+ratory-bird 

treaty act, it is estimated, has resulted in :L total return, in actual food 

value to the hunters of‘the United :Xates, of more than $2O,COC,OOO. State 

officials have notified the Eiolo~~;ical p ,,urvey cf the United Stntco Depart- 

ment of Agriculture that in Minnesota alone hunters repc,rt 2,058,40C ducks 

killed in 1919. As each of these birds may be conoidorod to have a food 

vfdue of at least 75 certa, the totai return i'rom them in food %o this one 

state wa.3 about $1,500,000. If it had baen possible to sell these birds, 

they would have brought twice that anount. The peat va.luo of gmiC t0 tk 

country ia thus made evident. 

That the passage and enforcement of the law preventing spring :JhOOting 

and markctihg of migratory game birds iu now producing excellent reaultn 

is pointed out by officials of the 3iclo+c;.l Survey. Without such re- 

strictions they say <ho game birds not only wuld 'no ge,atly reduced in 

numbero but in many instances would Fe brou $t near extinction. The Di- 

ological Survey, which is ciiarged with the enforcement of the Federnl la71 

and regulations protoctkg migratory birds, is recclving rsprtg from all 

sections cf the country :~ho~~in~ that with the prztecticn now e:qjoyed by 

several year3.
