In 1920 the 

sale of furs a:lounted to practically ~100,000,000, and, according to SpeCialiStS 

of the Biological Survey, United States Department of Agriculture, the gross 

business in connection with the inport, export, and haridling of domestic furs 

in NW York City alone during 191 9 aLlounted to $375,00@,000. 

During the time that these great industries were7 developing, the heavy 

mrket demand for furs and the high prices prevailing, stimulated activity on 

the part of trappers to such an extent that espocialfy in the past decade there 

has been a narked decrease in the supply of mild fur-bea.ring aninals. The 

recent depression in the fur i-nnrket is thought to be a transient feature of 

readjustnent attending a return of markets to nornal conditions. b 

Several kinds of wild fur bearers have been successfully reared in captivity 

oil fur farm, The largest investnents at present are being made in connection 

wit5 the renring of silver-black foxes, and it is here that the greatest 

profits have been rsnlized during recent years. 
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
