MOW COOPERATORS NEEDED 
TO COUNT BWEDING BIRDS 

For several years past the Biological Survey, United States Department 

of Agriculture, has oonducted researches intended to throw light on many 

problems concerning the distribution of bird life; One of the chief means 

employed has been to make bird counts, br censuses, through which information 

is furnished as to the exact number of the pairs of birds actually nesting 

within the boundaries of selected tracts of land. It ie very desirable 

that this work be continued on an increased scale, and the cooperation Of 

volunteer observers interested in bird life is asked by the department, 

Information is needed regarding the numerical distribution of the 

birds breeding in different sectiona of the country, and on different types ., ,’ 

of land; the relative numbers of different species; and the fluctuations 

that take place in bird life, Bird censuses are the only means of obtaining 

much of this information. Knobledge of the approximate numbers and relative 

abundance of both game and insectivorous birds is a prerequisite for the . 

proper administration of Federal and other laws for bird conservationr Data 

are needed to show what effect existing laws have had; how much birds have 

increased under protection; and what species have been most affected. 

The department has no funds to pay for this work, but must depend 

wholly on the assistance of volunteer observers. The help reoeived in the 

past has been greatly appreciated, and it is hoped that it may be extended. 

Detailed instructions for taking and reporting the censuses, with neceesary 

blanks for %he reports will be furnished on -quest, addressed to tks 

Biological Survey, United States Department of Agriculture, Washington, D&C. 
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
