DUE& the last 14 years of his Government service, Mr. Morrison de- 

veloped an extensive series of nildlife-conrervation exhibits of permanent value. 
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In 1930 he was,one of the Dopartmont of Agi"icu!tdre represontntives at the 

International Yur Trade Xxhibition in Leipzig, Germany, and conducted a conserve,. 

tion exhibit there. Since his retirement he had conducted exhibits for the 

Bureau in Baltimore, Hegorstown, 2hiladelphi.s, and Richmond, At the recent 

North American Sports, Garden, and Outdoor Life Show in Ealtimore he also super- 

vised an exhibit conducted by the American Wildlife Institute in cooperation 

with the Survey, 

A native of Ireland, Mr. Morrison was born February 26, lS66. He came 

to America at the age of 19 and entered the employ of the War Department on 

September 16, 1895. He served in the general office of the Quartermasterrs 

Department until his transfer to the Department of Agric&.ture on January 2, 

1904, where he served conti%ou$l$--, w3.th the puweption of three years in private 

business with a seed-growing concern on the Pacific Coast, 

At one time Mr. Morrison 'had charge of the office of congressional seed 

distritition, and later was in charge of dry-land-seed distribution. He came 

t0 the Biological Survey from the Office of Farm xanagement where he had been 

assistant to the chief. 

INring his early years in the Biological Survey Mr. Morrison was assist- 

ant to the chief of the Di>+sion of Economic Investigations, the unit then in 

charge of predator and rodent control. Later he iwas in charge, not only of 

exhibits, but also of the Bureauts photographic work and the distribution of 

its publications. 
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
