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A total of 48,579,000 vounds of fishery products were held in cold storesge
plants in the United Stetes 2s of April 15, 1942, according to the Fish snd Wild-
life Service, United Stztes Department of the Interior.

This was o decreasse of 32 percent &s compered with holdings on the seme date
the previous month (62,160,000 pounds, revised total), but en increese of 36 per-
cent over the holdings on April 15, 191 (35,757,070 pounds).

Items showing merked incresses in holdings on Avoril 15, 1942, as compered with
the seme dete 2 year 2go, were red snepner; shrimp; bluefish; croekers; pike; lake
herring; whiting; mild-cured selmon; haddock; rosefish and "ling-cod" fillets;
mullet; salmon; swordfish and blue pike end ssuger. In addition, & tremendous jump
from 6,343 to over 655,000 pounds of fresh~wster besit and animel food is to be
noted.

Six items accounted for Ll percent of the frozen fishery products held in
Gomestic freezers on April 15, 1942, These were hslibut, 2,b52,000 pounds; shrimp,
5,064,000 pounds; whiting, 1,915,000 pounds; haddock fillets, 1,095,000 pounds;
rosefish fillets, 2,625,000 pounds; and selmon, 4,023,000 pounds.

During the month ended April 15, 1942, e totel of 9,666,000 pounds of fishery
products were frozen in the United Stetes ond Aleska. This revresents sn incresse
of 13 percent o2s comvered with the seme neriod lest yesr, and 28 percent over the
HF-yeer eversge. The vprincivel items frozen during the month were haddock fillets,
2,629,000 pounds, 2nd rosefish fillets, 1,960,000 pounds.

Freezings of all items showed » definite increase of 38 mercent over onera-
tions during the previous month. Greestest incresses spoeered in the freezings of
heddock fillets, bluefish, butterfish, eels, "lingcod", flounders, mullet, suckers,
shrimp, end squid.
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
