An average price of $5.84 per hundred pounds was paid for the 23,622,OOO 
pounds of fish-spread among 16 classifications --landed during March at the Bos- 
ton Fish Pier and sold through the New &gland Fish.Zxchange. "' 

These fdgures show an increase in voltie of 16,184,OOO pounds, but a decrease 
of $1,81 per hundredweight, compared to the previous month.(both factors due, of 
course; to the tie-up of vessels durtig'February), according to the Ymch sum- 
mary report released today by the Boston Fishery Pmket News office of the Fish. 
ard Wildlife Service, United States Department of the.Interior. 

When compared with the total catch for the corresponding period in 194l, the 
figures for Narch indicate a decrease of 2,901,OOO pounds in volume. The average 
price forMarch 1921, however, of $3.82 per hundredweight, was $2.02 lower than 
for March of this year. 

The March 19.42 catch, which was the result of 4l9 trips to inshore and off- 
shore banks, vas worth about $1,380,000 ,to the fishermen. During the same period 
in 194l, the catch--landed in 500 trips--was worth $367,000 less,,however, or 
about $1,013,169. 

In 219 trips, offshore ,vessePs brought in 21,481,000 pounds of the total, 
spread among 15 classifications, at an average prioe of $5.94 per hundredweight. 
Inshore craft, in 200 trips, landed about 2,14l,OOO pounds, consisting also of 
15 classifications, bringing $4.84 for an average.: . 

From offshore vessels, drawn haddock (7,384,OOO pounds at a $6.69 per hun- 
dredweight average), large, cod (6,026,OOO pounds at a $4.79 per hundredweight 
average), scrod haddock (4,301,OOC pounds; at a $6.39 per hundredweight average), 
and drawn market cod (1,640;OoO pounds, ,at a $5.50 per hundredweight average), 
were the most abundant species during Harch. 

FOF inshore craft, the biggest leader by far was. rosefish, with 1,068,OOO 
pounds, for an average of $3.2C per hundredweigl~t. -Drawn haddock; drawnmarket 
dod, and scrod h&dock, followed. 
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Sea scallops brought the month's highest average--from offshore landings--at 
$35.92; with drawn halibut second, at $20,72; and lemon sole, third, at $13.94. 
Fur inshore vessels in that order, came drawn halibut, at $28.50; blackbacks, at 
$8.18; and drawn haddock, at $7.22. 

Peak of faree in Boston occurred on Monday, Rarch 30, when 34 vessels laded 
with 1,630,OOO pounds of fish, bringing an average price of $5.79 per hundred- 
weight; peak of landings was on honday, March 23, tihen 21 vessels brought in 
1,828,OOO pounds for an average of $5.29 per hundredweight.
