Mr, Licking entered the field of wildlife management in 1927 in the
céntrol of predatory animals andvrodents in the Dakota-Nebraska districte¢
In 1934 he was appointed Deputy U.S. Game Management Agent to aid in the
enforcement of Federal game laws in Moﬁtané, }daho, Utah, Wyoming,
Nebraska, Colorado, and North and South Dakota.

In 19386 he was promoted to the position of U.S. Game Management
Agent in charge of the Webraska district, with heédquarters at Omaha.

In 1940 he was transferred to Nértﬁ Platte.
