All previous sales records for Federal “duck starxps” were shattered during the 
year ended June 30, 1952, Albert M. Day, Director of the Fish and Wildlife Service 
announced today. 

A total of 2,X7,767 stamps of the 1951-52 issue was sold to hunters of 
migratory waterfowl, conservationists, and philatelists, according to the final 
figures supplied to the Fish and Wildlife Service $y the Post Office Department, 
the agency responsible for distributing and sel.ling the stamps. 

The previous hi& was recorded in 1948-49 when 2,X7,598 duck stamps were sold. 

The 1951-52 total represents an increase of 264,123 over the 1950-51 f'i mre of 
1,?03,644. 

For the fourth straight year, California. headed the list, 116 th a sale of 
173,136 stamps, an increase of 22,475 over the previous vear. 

Other high-ranking Stat es were: Minnesota, 162,486; Texas, 157,510; Illinois, 
114,836; Michigan, 111,651; Wisconsin, 104,429; Washington, 84,000: Kansas, 77,171; 
Nebraska., 75,562; Louisiana, 74,739; Missouri, 69,342; Cregon, 68,524; Arkansas, 
64,892; Iowa, 62,169, and South Dakota, 59,125. 

Many stamps are also purchased annually by stamp collectors. ‘Ihe Fast Office 
Departnent’s philatelic agency in Washington, D. C,,alone reported sales of 5,907 
stamps during fiscal year 1952 of that year’s issue. 

Sold for $2 at post offices, the proceeds from duck stamp sales help finance 
the Federal Governrnentt s waterfowl refuge and law enforcement programs. Every 
individual over 16 years of age who hunts migratory waterfowl is required to have 
on his person a stamp of current issue with his signature written across the faoe. 

The s&es of duck stamps for the 1951-52 season at post offices in the 48 
States, Alaska, the District of Columbia, Bawaii,. herto Rico, and the Philatelic 
Agency in Washington, D. C., are listed below in the first col~a. For colr$e.rative 
purposes, the figures for the 1950-51 season appear in the second column.
