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PROGRAM ANNOUNCED FOR WHITE HOUSE CONFERENCE ON CONSERVATION, MAY 24-25 

President Kennedy and Vice President Johnson will be the principal speakers 

at the White House Conference on Conservation in Washington, D. C,, on May 24-25. 

President Kennedy will speak at 11:30 a.m., on Friday, May 25, and Vice 

President Johnson will sound the conference keynote. 

The conference, to be held in the State Department Auditorium, will bring 

together 'for the first time conservation spokesmen from throughout the country 

andFederal, State, and Congressional conservation authorities for a discussion 

of"Conservation for the Sixties." 

The program will include four panel sessions, two featuring Federal cabinet 

officers, one composed of the members of Congress and one of State Governors, A 

uestion and answer period will be part of each panel session. 

Panel speakers from the Federal agencies, each discussing aims and objectives 
of their agencies in "Conservation for the Sixties," will be Secretary of the 
Interior Stewart L. Udall, Secretary of Agriculture Orville L, Freeman, and 
Robert C. Weaver, Administrator of the Housing and Home Finance Agency, on a 
panel from 10:00 a,m., until noon Thursday, followed by Abraham A. Ribicoff, 
Secretary of Health, Education and Welfare, and Elvis J. St&r, Secretary of the 
army from 1:45 to 3:GO p.m. Moderator of the morning sessicn will be Laurance S. 
Rockefeller, Chairman of the Outdoor Recreational Resources Review Commission. 
Gilbert F. White, Chairman of the Department of Geography at the University of 
Chicago, will be the afternoon moderator. 

Following the conclusion of the executive department panels, Senator Clinton P. 
Anderson of New Mexico, Chairman of the Senate Interior and Insular Affairs 
Committee, will take over as moderator of the panel on flConservation and the 
Congress.fl Participating with him will be Senators John Sherman Cooper of 
Kentucky and Hubert H. Humphrey of Minnesota and Representatives Wayne N. 
Eepinall of Colorado and John P. Saylor of Pennsylvania. Senator Cooper is 



a member of the Agriculture and Forestry and Public Works Committees, and Senator 
Humphrey is a member of the Appropriations Committee. Mr. Aspinall is Chairman 
of the House Interior and Insular Affairs Committee and Mr. Saylor is ranking 
minority member of the same committee. 

Friday morning, day 25, prior to the President's address, will be devoted to 
a panel of State Governors. Invitations are out and participants will be 
announced upon acceptance. 

Chester Bowles, Special Representative and Advisor to the President on 
African, Asian, and Latin American Affairs, will be the speaker at a noon 
luncheon on Thursday, May 24, in the Benjamin Franklin Room of the Department 
of State. He will give special emphasis to problems of land reform around the 
world. 
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
