Lake Pocassee, a small+ lake that is separated by its dam from the main body of Oahe 

Reserv0j.r. It is east of the Reservoir ard about three miles south of the North 

Dakota State Sine.

South Lakota Department of Game, Fish, and Parks, hn,d previ.0usl.y signed the general 

plan providing for the new refuge. The plan includes provis%or; for setti..ng aside 

7.5 of the 2,540 acres as a public uc;e and recreational area with the Corps of 

Engineers administering the recreational development. 

General plans on FedelaL water-development projects are provided for by the 

Fish and Wildlife Coordin;ltion A& to permit the conservation and development of
