i Establishment of a joint Soil Conservation Service and Fish and Wildlife
Service committee to improve coordination of fish and wildlife conservation of
watershed development was announced today by the Departments of Agriculture and
Interior,

The committee will work chiefly on policies and procedures for handling
fish and wildlife opportunities and problems associated with watershed projects
administered by SCS in the Department of Agriculture. It will consicer individ-
ual Wafershed projects only when points of differences on fish and wildlife
aspects cannot be solved at the local level by field representatives of the two
agencies. The committee will also review major fish and wildlife problems in
proposedé watershed projects before official views are forwarded from the Depart-
ment of the Interior to the Department of Agriculture.

Clarence F. Pautzke, commissioner of Fish and Wildlife, Interior, has named
the following staff members of the Bureau of Sport Fisheries and Wildlife to the
committee: James T. McBroom, assistant director, Technical Services; William M.
