Secretary of the Interior Stewart L, Udall today announced the first 

apportionment --a total of $4,100,000--in grant-in-aid funds to States 

under the Commercial Fisheries Research and Development Act of 1964, 

The money was appropriated by Congress under Section 4 (a) of the 

Act for biological research and other studies and for supporting further 

development of the commercial fisheries resources of the United States: 

Apportionment of the fund is based on the value of the commercial 

fishing industry of the various States, the Commonwealth of Puerto Rico, 

American Samoa, Guam and the Virgin Islands. No State may receive more 

than six percent, or less than one half of one percent, of the fund, 

Under the research and development program the States are reimbursed 

for up to 75 percent of the costs of approved projects, The research and 

development programs are administered by the Department of the Interior's 

Bureau of Commercial Fisheries. 

The attached tabulation lists the apportionment of funds to each State 

and other entity for the 1966 fiscal year, which began July 1, 1965,
