The proposed impact statement will discuss various aspects of the 

present endangered species program, including environmental, economic, 

and other effects. Alternatives to the present program will also be 

considered. The public meetings on the scope of the environmental 

impact statement are required under new regulations of the National 

Environmental Policy Act @EPA).
